abroad. Right now we have 65 priests in active ministry in
mission churches and different institutions. And we do have a
total number of 56 seminarians studying in various seminaries,
from 1% year to the 12" year of formation to priesthood. Their
parents are financially not well off to support them to provide
their basic needs in the seminary. So, it is the responsibility of
the Diocese to provide all their basic needs during their
formation of 12 years. The Diocese do not have a dependable
source of income to provide the salary of the priests,
missionaries, catechists and the basic needs of the seminarians,
such as food, medical insurance, study materials, tuition fee,
etc...

Our primary concentration is in reviving and
consolidating the spiritual renewal of the faithful through
separate prayer groups formed for men, women and youth. We
have 100 mission stations/ churches in the new Diocese. They
are all very spiritual, attentive to Catholic faith and sound
moral conduct. We have given special emphasis in forming
BCC (Basic Christian Communities), mother's forum, corner
prayers, forming youth group (Malankara Catholic Youth
Movement), teaching catechism to the children up to 12th
grade in all the mission churches. We do have almost 4,200
children studying in catechism classes from 1st year to 12th.
We have made arrangements in each church to provide regular
classes to the children on Sunday's after the Holy Mass.

We give great priority in assisting the poorest of the
poor through Self-Help-Groups (SHG) of women to eradicate
poverty and strengthen cultural and social setup. SHG's
provide support in organic farming, poultry farming, goat
rearing and growing more trees for environmental protection
by providing trees-umbrella-cover for the Earth. This year
because of this particular situation of the Covid-19, we have
prepared 350 food packets and distributed them to the poor
people every month from June 2020 to till now.

Reflect on the Readings
THE DESTINY OF ALL MORTAL FLESH
The celebration of today’s feast on a Sunday is unusual on
our Roman Catholic calendar. Our observance of the Lord’s
Day is held in such high esteem that few other feasts replace
it. Occasionally there is a feast—usually of one of the
saints—in which the saving power of God in Christ is so
uniquely focused that the Roman rite deems it worthy of
celebration on the Lord’s Day. Today is such a feast. Yet
some are surprised at the brevity of the dogma in its entirety:
“We pronounce, declare and define it to be a divinely
revealed dogma: that the Immaculate Mother of God, the
ever Virgin Mary having completed the course of her
earthly life, was assumed body and soul to heavenly glory.”
The Roman Catholic Church never defined any specifics or
particulars about the event itself. It is not in the scriptures.
There are no verifiable eyewitness accounts. At its core, the
dogma reveals in Mary the destiny of all mortal flesh, and
reinforces our creedal belief in resurrection of the body.
This feast strengthens our faith, defined last week in
Hebrews as the realization of things hoped for. We find, in
Mary, that realization of what we all hope for, what Paul
today affirms: “In Christ shall all be brought to life” (1
Corinthians 15:22).

Feast Of Faith The Shape of the Eucharistic Prayer
Our Eucharistic Prayers originated in the traditional Jewish
meal prayers known as berakah, which were prayers of
thanksgiving used at meals. Over the centuries, the
Christian thanksgiving, or Eucharist, gradually took shape.
While in the East the Eucharistic Prayers (called anaphora)
took many forms, in the Roman Church there was for many
centuries just one Eucharistic Prayer, called the Roman
Canon (now known as Eucharistic Prayer I). Almost all
Eucharistic Prayers include the same basic elements. They
begin with thanksgiving and acclamation. Then there is an
epiclesis, as the priest calls down the Holy Spirit upon the
gifts. Then follows the institution narrative and
consecration, as the words that Jesus spoke at the Last
Supper are repeated. After the consecration, we remember
in an explicit way all that Christ has done for us—this is the
anamnesis, or remembering. The prayer concludes with the
offering, the intercessions—prayers for the Church, our
leaders, ourselves—and a final doxology of praise.
The reforms of the Second Vatican Council enriched our
liturgy with additional Eucharistic Prayers, including both
ancient texts (Eucharistic Prayer II is based on the most
ancient of all existing Eucharistic Prayers) and new
compositions.

Treasures from OQur Tradition
The roots of today’s feast of the Assumption can be traced
back at least to the fifth century, when it is noted in the
Armenian lectionary. Celebrated in Jerusalem, the feast in
honor of the Theotokos, the Mother of God, became the
principal feast of Mary throughout the Christian world. The
place of celebration was at the tomb of Mary in Gethsemane
and was therefore known as the “Dormition of Mary.” In
some cultures this feast is celebrated today with a resting
statue of Mary, much like a wake service of modern times.
The liturgy of this feast provides images of “the place
of your rest” in Psalm 132, and reverence for the Ark of the
Covenant that held the signs of the Promise. Like that Ark,
Mary is for us the ark of the Savior, the one who bore the
Son of God. When the doctrine of the Assumption was
defined in 1950 the Gospel reading for the feast was
changed to include the verses of Mary’s song, the
Magnificat. The scripture readings for both the vigil Mass
and the Mass of the day speak to us of life after death as
well as the path to be followed in order to reach it. The key
to this promised immortality is found as we take to heart the
words of the vigil’s Gospel, “Blessed are those who hear the
word of God and observe it.” —James Field, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.
