Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

For more than 50 years, the Collection for the Church 
in Latin America has been a concrete expression of unity and 
solidarity between Catholics in the United States and those in 
Latin America and the Caribbean. Through their contributions, 
Catholics from across the United States have supported the 
formation of priests and religious, the training of catechists and 
other pastoral ministers, the education of children and young 
people, and relief efforts in the wake of natural disasters. 

In Haiti, for instance, the Diocese of Jacmel formed 
more than 600 youths from its 31 parishes in reading, praying, 
and living the Gospel over the course of a 21-day program. 
This same spirit of outreach was also at work across Haiti 
during the COVID-19 outbreak when the Haitian Episcopal 
Conference initiated a communication and pastoral ministry 
formation campaign to inform people, especially those in 
remote or marginalized areas, about the nature of the 
coronavirus pandemic and how to stop its spread. 

By supporting the Collection for the Church in Latin 
America, you help local parishes address the immediate 
pastoral and material needs of these vulnerable families. 

Our Archdiocese will take up this Collection the 
weekend of March 12 and 13, 2022. Please be generous in this 
Collection and take this opportunity to share your faith with 
the youth of Latin America and the Caribbean.

Moses and the Israelites had been 
in the desert for forty years before being led to the land of 
milk and honey. There were times when they called out to 
God, sure that, as Saint Paul wrote to the Romans, 
“everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.” 
We sometimes spend time in the desert as well. Not a literal 
desert most of the time, but a desert in which it seems 
difficult to perceive God’s presence, times when we face 
difficulty and are tempted to leave God’s ways behind. On 
this First Sunday of Lent, Jesus shows us what to do in these 
moments: stand firm and trust in God.

Often, when a family keeps vigil around a person who is 
preparing for death, they may notice three interwoven 
activities. First, the dying person may become more 
prayerful and reflective than ever before, reviewing life’s 
journey in gratitude to God, or seeking forgiveness and 
making amends for wrongs. Second, as death approaches, 
the need to eat and drink is lessened until even an ice cube 
brushed against the lips is satisfying. Third, persons who are 
dying often make plans to give their possessions away, 
making bequests, handing treasures down, providing for 
favorite charities. 
Prayer, fasting, and almsgiving: with these three “pillars” of 
Lent, we rehearse our death every year in this season, and 
anticipate the final work we will do in this life. And every 
year, at the end of our journey, is the joy of Easter and the 
experience of the victory of Christ over death’s darkness 
and power. Annually, we remind ourselves that the 
Christian experiences the same power and presence at the 
end of life’s journey: Christ to the rescue and the lasting joy 
of heaven.
