In October 2021, Pope Francis launched a two-year Synod process with the theme “Communion, Participation and
Mission.” A Synod is a Council of the Church. In the past, the popes have periodically convened the bishops of the
world to consult with them on an important issue affecting all Catholics in the world. The most recent Synod took
place in 2018 in Rome to focus on “Youth and the Family.”
We are now in the midst of preparing for the Synod, which will take place in Rome in October 2023. This Synod
will listen to the collective voices of Catholics throughout the world. The collective voices will come from countless
listening sessions, held in every diocese in the world in the next few months. Here in our archdiocese, we will
provide both in-person and virtual sessions, conducted by trained facilitators. There will be 18 regional in-person
archdiocesan sessions and 10 on-line gatherings. The results of these listening sessions in each diocese will be
collected and summarized in a final report, which will be sent to the Vatican in 2022.
Archbishop Perez is inviting every Catholic in the Archdiocese to participate in the synodal process. The list of in-
person sessions, dates and times, as well as on-line sessions from the comfort of your home can be found on the
archdiocesan webpage, archphila.org/synod.

A Note From the Pastor (continued)

with the Missal promulgated by St. John XXIII in 1962 is called
the “Traditional Latin Mass”. Because there are many who
continue to celebrate the Mass according to this Roman Missal it
is hard to say this is how Mass was celebrated in the “past.” In
1970, St. Paul VI promulgated a new Roman Missal which
included a number of innovations not previously seen in the
former. Today, we want to consider a few things one might notice
attending one and the other.

Language: Latin and the “Vernacular” (English)

The most apparent difference for those attending Mass
as we celebrate it most commonly today (according to the Roman
Missal of St. Paul VI) is the use of the vernacular. The vernacular
refers to the common language of the people of a particular time
and place; for most in the United States this is English. Permission
was granted for the Liturgical Rites of the Church to be translated
into the vernacular of the people while pride of place ought to still
be given to the Latin language. Initially the great enthusiasm for
“understanding” what is being said led to a loss of the Latin
language altogether for many people. Fortunately, many have
begun to incorporate the Latin language into their worship again
as the Council Fathers of the Second Vatican Council envisioned.
Direction of Priest: Facing the People, Facing the East

Another thing that people will notice is that the priest in
the Mass celebrated according to the newer Roman Missal is that
the priest’s orientation is toward the people. In the former Missal
of 1962, the priest was ad orientem, “facing east.” The direction
of worship in the former Missal is oriented in such a way that both
the priest and the faithful face the same direction. Rather than
“turning his back to the people,” the priest is in fact more
naturally, or supernaturally, interceding on the people’s behalf
before God. The Mass according to 1970 may be celebrated in this
way as well though many opt not to do this.

Reception of Holy Communion: Kneeling vs. Standing

Another distinct difference many people notice when
they attend a Mass according to the Missal of 1962 is that for the
reception of Holy Communion, the people will receive kneeling
and on the tongue. As the priest distributes Holy Communion to
the faithful he offers a short prayer over them as they receive. The
faithful do not respond “Amen” but tilt their heads back and
receive the host. In the Mass as we know it now, permission is
given to receive either on the tongue or in the hand, ordinarily
standing.

Given some of these differences, some people can feel
overwhelmed attending their first “Traditional Latin Mass.” Next

week, we will consider how one might actively participate in the
Holy Mass regardless of which form they attend. God bless you!

Have you ever had a glimpse of God? Perhaps you perceived
God’s presence in a quiet moment of prayer, a tender conversation
with a loved one, or a difficult situation that was resolved
unexpectedly. Peter, James, and John in today’s Gospel were
given a glimpse of Christ’s glory on the mountain, as Jesus was
transfigured before them. Abram put his faith in God and saw
God’s power in a wondrous sign of covenant love. We have the
promise of eternal life with God in heaven. This promise brings
with it responsibility, as people who are called to live as Christ’s
very own in the world. Lent is the perfect time to resolve to listen
more attentively to the Lord and follow God’s ways, assured that

in doing so, we put our faith in the one, true, and faithful God.

Treasures from Our Tradition

By now, many may have failed in Lenten discipline to some
measure or another: the daily doughnut is simply too alluring, or
a furtive puff on a cigarette irresistible. There is meaning even in
the failure, though, a kind of reminder that we cannot save
ourselves. Part of the power of Lent is that we do it together, and
although individuals decide on different ways to keep it, it is
fundamentally the same journey. We fall, we get up, we keep
moving. The desire to “give something up” for Lent is an age-old
impulse in the Christian heart. We get better at it over the years,
and move more deeply into the meaning and message of acts of
sacrifice; so there is no shame in stumbling, as long as we are not
discouraged by the failure and give up. We are clearing space in
our lives, after all, and some of the things we desire to give up are
worth rooting out completely anyway.

What do we do with the space we have cleared out by our
sacrifice? The Lenten question of giving up is balanced by the
Easter question of our response to Christ’s embrace of us in love:
