CALLED BY GOD

We return to Ordinary Time this Sunday, and with this new season we focus on
what it means to be a person who is called by God for some definite purpose.
Elisha recognized God’s call in Elijah’s greeting and prepared immediately to
follow. The people who came to Jesus seemed ready to follow, yet each had
reasons to linger behind. As people who are given the freedom to follow or to
stay behind, we must ask ourselves what we are ready to do for the sake of
Christ and the call of the gospel. What are you called to do at this time in your
life? Are you prepared to leave behind the things that get in the way of living
as a Christian?

FOLLOW

What does it mean to follow Jesus? The Gospels show us that Jesus called
each person individually, recognizing the things that stood in the way for each.
He looked into the person’s heart and saw the true desires of the person
standing before him. Each of us experiences Christ’s call uniquely as the per-
sons we are. For some, following requires us to take stock of our lives and let
go of the obstacles that keep us from the way of true discipleship. For others,
the call may lead us to deepen the way that faith directs our lives, with more
intentional time in prayer, regular participation in Mass, renewed attention to
family, involvement in our parish, or new acts of service.

BE READY

It is easy to say we want to follow Jesus, yet most of us feel competing desires
that stand in the way of discipleship. We may be distracted by the constant
swirl of activity so prevalent in our surrounding culture; we might be lured by
worldly wealth and the status that often accompanies it; we may simply be
comfortable with the way things are and find it difficult to risk changing any-
thing. In today’s Gospel, Jesus makes it clear that we must stop putting off
making the changes that will bring us closer to him and to God’s way of life.
We must trust in the Lord, knowing that what he most deeply desires is that
we be close to him. If you encountered Jesus today and said you were ready
to follow him, what would he see in

) In one week we will host our
annual Manna Food Drive over the
weekend of July 2™ and 3.

This
is an important food drive that helps to stock the shelves of
our local food pantry, the Coordinating Council of Health
and Welfare. It is more commonly known as, the
Warminster Food Cupboard, and it is located at 75 Downey
Dr. in Warminster.

The Manna Food Drive helps to stock the shelves of
the food pantry through the summer months when donations
are typically lower. Canned food items are usually in
greatest need such as beef stew, tuna fish, fruit, vegetables,
pasta sauces, soups, pork and beans, etc. St. Joseph parish
has consistently been one of the greatest contributors to this
Food Drive.

The pilgrim experience of going by foot to Santiago de
Compostella, the shrine of St. James, reaches its high point a
month from now at the feast of the Apostle. By now, tens of
thousands of pilgrims are already on the road. Typically, they
cover twelve to twenty miles a day through rough territory.
The difficult journey and the often primitive lodging facilities
are made bearable by the joy of the pilgrims, their songs and
prayers. When their journey is documented properly, they
receive the scallop shell, a reminder not only of James the
fisherman, but also his call to fish for human beings and to
baptize the nations. In the Middle Ages, those who wore this
badge on their hats were granted lodging and hospitality
wherever they went. Next to the palm, the sign of a Jerusalem
pilgrim, the scallop shell was most highly prized.

In the Middle Ages, some people so enjoyed the pilgrim
road, although it was filled with discomfort and danger, that
they spent most of their lives on the road. Today, some
people take up the route for exercise, but are drawn
gradually into the spirituality of the journey. As you make
your summer travels, always fold in an element of
pilgrimage: a long walk through beautiful countryside, a
visit to a church, a prayer of gratitude for your journey
through life’s hills and valleys. —sames Field, Copyright © 1.
