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A Note From The Pastor
. My Dear Parishioners,

As part of our 100"
Anniversary celebration, we will
celebrate our 40 Hours with a special
“Eucharistic Retreat.” Our Homilist for
40 Hours will be Fr. Pio Mandato,
FMHJ. Fr. Pio is a Franciscan priest
who received his first holy communion from Saint Padre Pio
before coming to the USA. He is known for his preaching
about St. Padre Pio and the Eucharist. When summarizing his
“Eucharistic Retreat” he says, “Jesus’ whole life can be
summarized as the offering of Himself in sacrifice on the cross
so we could share in deep communion and intimacy with His
Father in the Spirit (Hb. 10:12). Three words that synthesize
this teaching which is embodied in the Eucharist are presence,
sacrifice and communion. These words are the very core of
any act of authentic love. The retreat will focus on these
Eucharistic realities in the life of the Lord and pray for the
grace so we may enter into them.”

“ From the
Pastor
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Called to Serve Moms in Need

Our Blessed Mother models a profound witness to
love and life in the Gospel account of the Visitation. Luke’s
Gospel tells us that, when Mary learns that her cousin
Elizabeth is pregnant, she travels to the hill country “in haste”
(Lk 1:39). Despite being unexpectedly pregnant herself, Mary
responds to this news with urgency.

She embarks on a long and perhaps difficult journey
to be with her cousin during her time of need, bearing Christ
to her as He lay quietly hidden in Mary’s womb. And, although
Jesus is veiled from view, when Mary first arrives John the
Baptist leaps for joy in Elizabeth’s womb, recognizing the
presence of Christ (Lk 1:44). Mary, with Jesus, spends the next
three months at Elizabeth’s side.

The witness of our Blessed Mother invites us to
become more aware of the needs of pregnant and parenting
moms in our own parishes and communities. A woman with
an unexpected pregnancy may have any number of fears and
challenges: facing judgment from her friends and family,
losing her job or housing, or being abandoned by the father of
her child.

Following Mary’s example, we can ask ourselves how

listen to them, seek understanding, and help them obtain the
necessities of life for themselves and their children. How can
we, like the Blessed Mother, lovingly support mothers in
welcoming and caring for God’s gift of life?

Throughout the whole of Scripture, Mary’s words are
few. Yet, in her sacred encounter with Elizabeth, a powerful
declaration pours from her lips. Mary proclaims to all
generations that the Lord lifts up the lowly, fills the hungry with
good things, and remembers his promise of mercy from age to
age (Lk 1:46-56). In both word and deed, Mary speaks a
message of hope—not only to Elizabeth, but also to every
mother in need and to each of us.

Mary’s witness is an invitation to step out in love and
compassion. It is a summons to make haste to help vulnerable
women who may be isolated and alone. By doing so, we too
can bear Christ within us and help others experience His
presence.

Inspired by the Blessed Mother’s example and guided
by the Holy Spirit, may we offer Christ’s presence and love to
mothers in their time of need through our faithful service and
support.

THE GIFT OF SALVATION
Naaman and the leper who returned to Jesus saw God’s
hand in their healing. Only through God’s intervention
could they have been cured. Through this recognition of
God’s presence and action in their lives, they grew in faith.
For what are you grateful? Pause for a moment to reflect on
all of the blessings in your life. God is the source of these
many blessings—Ilife, love, gifts, and so much more. Of all
the gifts for which we must be grateful, none is as great, or
as astounding, as the gift of salvation offered to us through
Jesus Christ. Let this sink in, not only in your mind but in
your heart. Like Naaman and the leper who returned, allow

yourself to be touched by the immense love of God for you.

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Treasures from Our Tradition

Christian liturgy has always contained an opportunity to
make a choice for sharing. From the beginning, Christians
pooled their resources, especially for the care of widows and
orphans, at the weekly Eucharist. Over the years, the
collection became detached from the liturgy and baskets or
plates would be passed through the community while the
Mass was going on at the altar, or contributions would be
collected at the doors. In Milan’s Ambrosian Rite, these
gifts have always brought to the altar by lay people in
procession. In German countries, the ancient custom was for
the entire assembly to process with their gifts—first the
men, then the women, then the priests and deacons—to
offer their gifts at the altar. The old ceremony of
canonization included a curious vestige of this procession:
people would present the pope with two loaves of bread,
two barrels of wine and water, five candles, and three cages
containing pigeons or turtledoves! —ramesField, Copyright © 1.
