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“At the death of a Christian, whose life of faith was begun in
the waters of Baptism and strengthened at the Eucharistic
table, the Church intercedes on behalf of the deceased
because of its confident belief that death is not the end, nor
does it break the bonds forged in life. The Church also
ministers to the sorrowing and consoles them in the funeral
rites with the comforting Word of God and the Sacrament of
the Eucharist.”

(Order of Christian Funerals, no. 4)

The community of St. Joseph Parish extends our sympathy
to all the family and loved ones at this difficult hour. The funeral
liturgy is the central liturgical celebration of the Christian
community for the deceased. When one of its members dies, the
Church encourages the celebration of the funeral liturgy at a
Mass. When Mass cannot be celebrated, a funeral liturgy outside
Mass can be celebrated at the church or in the funeral home.

At the funeral liturgy, the Church gathers with the family
and friends of the deceased to give praise and thanks to God for
Christ's victory over sin and death, to commend the deceased to
God's tender mercy and compassion, and to seek strength in the
proclamation of the Paschal Mystery. The funeral liturgy,
therefore, is an act of worship, and not merely an expression of
grief. This booklet is designed to facilitate that worship.

You can download the Funeral Worksheet and then
make your selections on that form and either drop it off at the rectory, fax
it, or e-mail it back.

Words of Remembrance

To speak in “words of remembrance” means to give a brief reflection on
the life of the deceased in the context of his or her life of faith. Any re-
marks should revolve around God’s action in the life of your deceased
love one, and how God’s blessings have enriched our world through that
life.

Above all, the words of remembrance are meant to convey the
consolation of God’s love, grace and mercy.

For this reason, words of remembrance are not the same as a
eulogy, which is a reminiscing, tribute or toasting of the life of a departed
loved one, outside the context of faith. This eulogy, or reminiscing of the
life of our loved ones, more appropriately takes place during the following
settings:

e At the viewing, where mourners are gathered

e As part of the farewell at the cemetery after the graveside
prayers

e During part of the customary luncheon that often follows a
funeral Mass and Burial

When a family chooses to include some words of remembrance in
church, please be aware of the following guides:

e Only one family member or friend is to speak

e The words of remembrance should be brief, lasting no more than
five minutes

e The words of remembrance must be submitted in writing to the
priest celebrant in advance, for approval. You can email them to
the pastor, Fr.

When the centurion who stood facing him saw how he
breathed his last he said, "Truly this man was the Son of God!"

Gospel # 6. Luke 7:11-17

Jesus journeyed to a city called Nain, and his disciples and
a large crowd accompanied him.

As he drew near to the gate of the city a man who had died
was beipg carried out, the-only son of his mother, and she was a
widow. A large crowd from the city was with her.

Now since it was preparation day, in order that the bodies
might not remain on the cross on the sabbath, for the sabbath day
of that week was a solemn one, the Jews asked Pilate that their
legs be broken and they be taken down.
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So the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first and
then of the other one who was crucified with Jesus. But when they
came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did not
break his legs, but one soldier thrust his lance into his side, and
immediately Blood and water flowed out.

An eyewitness has testified, and his testimony is true; he
knows that he is speaking the truth, so that you also may come to
believe.

For this happened so that the Scripture passage might be
fulfilled:

Not a bone of it will be broken.

And again another passage says:

They will look upon him whom they have pierced.

After this, Joseph of Arimathea, secretly a disciple of Jesus
for fear of the Jews, asked Pilate if he could remove the Body of
Jesus.

And Pilate permitted it. So he came and took his Body.

Nicodemus, the one who had first come to him at night,
also came bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes weighing about
one hundred pounds.
